
Finding an article when you only know the journal title 
 
Have you ever tried to find an article but not been able to because you only knew the name of the 
journal? 

If you have a complete citation, you can enter it into the Omni search box. 

If we have the article available, you will see it in the results. 

But what if you only have partial information, like the journal title, and maybe a few words from the 
article, or the author? 

If you know the title of the journal, enter it into the search box. 

Put the title in double quotes. 

Enter in as many keywords as you know from the article. 

If we have the article available, you will see it in the list of results. 

You should also get the same result if you enter the journal title and the author name. 

Another option is to do a journal search for the exact journal title. 

Click the title of the journal in the results. 

Enter your search terms into the search box. 

Your article should appear below the search box if available.
